Resi-
dents have observed this going on under their noses but are reluctant to 
report it because of potential repercussions. You don’t have to be con-
cerned about reporting crime. Crimestoppers was set up to protect the 
innocent.  Crimestoppers have featured in many episodes of BBC’s 
Crime Watch where their reports have provided essential clues that 
have busted major crimes. We would like to encourage anyone who 
sees drug dealing and can provide a car number plate or identifying in-
formation on dealers to report what they know to Crimestoppers. Drug 
dealers perpetuate crime because of their associated criminal behav-
iour.  They involve children in ‘county lines’ and exist through intimida-
tion and violence.

The young 
victim is recovering in hospital and the police are actively investigating. 
We wish him a speedy recovery.  This attack comes at a time when 
crime overall in Charlton is going down.  Thanks to our wonderful Safer 
Neighbourhood Policing Team and their colleagues Charlton remains, 
compared to similar geographical demographics, a relatively low crime 
area.
